1.
Fiji Hilton (Maravu Refurbishment)

Kevin briefed the meeting on the Maravu refurbishment noting that this 
building was previously used as a watersports bure and it is now being 
refurbished into a restaurant with verandahs built around it.  This development 
is being applied under the normal DRC process as it may need this group’s 
support in applying for a liquor licence in the near future.
2.
Monopole Tower for Telecom


This plan was initially approved however it needed Telecom’s clarification on 
their site plan which is now being received.  The site plan now indicates that 
this tower will be built at the Denarau Telecom Exchange behind the Denarau 
Services Area.

3.
Lot 30, Sovereign Quays

It was noted that the house application complies and it was OK to be 
approved.  KC also suggested to Roneel to speak with the architects/owners 
that if the pool is constrained in its current position, the setbacks can be 
relaxed so that the pool can be given more space to be extended.

4.
FEA Power to Hilton
Kevin had already spoken to Basant of FEA and confirmed that Denarau currently has enough power which is running at 60-65% capacity and therefore had significant availability to draw further power before it reached anywhere near 100% capacity.  The mains running from the security substation is currently giving full redundancy however he believes that Denarau does not need an upgrade at all, given it is unlikely that there could be any damage to the main cables.  KC to work with FEA to ensure that the cable to The Cove, Marina Point and Hilton was sufficient for all three projects and the likely load demand.

Kevin will need to see Basant at FEA on his next trip to Lautoka next week.
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5.
Sheraton Refurbishment

There were 2 issues discussed in the last meeting on the Sheraton 
Refurbishment programme.


BH raised the fact that the Radisson back rooms near the Sheraton boundary 
have been on the receiving end of noise coming from the electrical works 
being done by the refurbishment team over the last couple of days, however 
they are not having problems with their guests at the moment since they are 
at an occupancy rate of 70% and they are moving their guests to the other 
blocks away from the area.  BH also suggested that the refurbishment team at 
the Sheraton use the access road to reduce the load on the Denarau road 
which is in a bad state at the moment.  Radisson does not have any objection 
for trucks running through the western access road however AN mentioned 
that the western access road boom gate gets locked at night and Sheraton 
will have to speak with security if they need to use the road at night.

BH also requested an update on the road upgrading works to be sent to the 
Radisson.  He also raised the issue of the water supply to the laundry.  KC 
mentioned that the laundry will have underground tanks and suggested that 
they could also look at the option of recycling water by pumping their laundry 
waste water to the maturation pond which saves DGRC money from pumping 
water from Navakai.  If the laundry waste water is drained into the stormwater 
or sewer line, DCL will have to pay for pumping this water to the sewer line.


There was a suggestion raised by BH to screen the Transit Area from the 
road.  
6.
Bus Bay


The last meeting Roneel was requested to submit the drawings for the bus 
bay and get confirmed prices on the construction of the same.  The committee 
looked at the drawings and there were 3 quotes given by 3 builders which will 
be submitted to the DCL Board for their approval.  


KC suggested that  a cross wall was built on the floor so water will drain out 
properly without pooling on the floor and the floor should be higher than the 
grass. 

7.
Westin Digicel Tower

The last meeting saw Digicel submitting their application on the construction 
of the Tower at the Westin and they also noted that there will be 3 repeaters 
installed at the Port Denarau dry stack, to which the committee approved 
subject to Digicel making a formal application noting the heights and 
dimensions of the equipment to be installed there together with a letter from 
Port Denarau.  This was submitted and the committee has approved this 
application.

Martin Darveniza asked the committee to give a brief overview on the status on Denarau’s infrastructure to be submitted to the DCL Board.

Status of Infrastructure

a)
Water

It is noted that the current water line to Denarau is not sufficient to cater for peak periods of demand.  SKM had not completed the design which had been revised following the input from PWD such that there was now a final agreed design of the duplicate pipeline.  KC mentioned that even if the duplicate line was built, adequate water supply to Denarau can only be assured if there was sufficient water in the reservoirs.  MD gave an update on his work with Government on the PPP model and the fact that a Cabinet Memorandum was being finalized.  
The issue of water supply to the Laundry was raised and MD suggested that restrictions be placed on them as to when they can fill their tanks and this will be based on periods of low water pressure.  It was agreed that this would minimize the impact of the laundry on the water pressure for Denarau.
AN is to carry out pressure tests over a period of time to determine when there was more than adequate pressure / supply for the laundry to fill its tanks.  AN is presently purchasing pressure test equipment from overseas for this work.
MD also noted that PWD will come in to check on water meters and leakage of water on Denarau and that PS for Public Utilities has confirmed that a Proposed Action Plan for inspecting Denarau will be tabled at their meeting this week.
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b)
Sewerage
The committee noted there are no significant issues on sewerage at the moment.  It was noted that DCL had approved a series of works for further minor upgrades to the sewerage system on Denarau and the present system would be suitable for the medium term including the current proposed development program.  AN stated that there may be a problem if the line along the Denarau fails though this would clearly be the responsibility of PWD.
c)
Roads
AN advised Pratap’s had first been contacted in March to carry out the repairs and only this week had availability to be on site though were now delayed again due to the heavy rain.  It was noted that the long period of sustained road had done further damage to the roads including the previous minor repairs that had been carried out.  It was agree that the DCL Board would have to come up with a medium to long term plan for major upgrade of the Denarau primary thoroughfares.
d)
Electricity
It was agreed that after discussions with FEA, there is no immediate issue on provision of power for the Island and the current proposed development plan.  KC noted that once the remaining development was being carried out that there may be a requirement to consider whether a further back up cable was required should the existing cables be damaged.
KC also raised the issue of the cable sizes on the residential subdivisions given that several houses used much larger power usage than was reasonably allowed for.  KC noted that FEA had placed load restrictions on houses.  KC had also requested FEA to do a power usage checks on each house on the subdivision to find out the power usages for the future.

There was no further issue to be discussed and the DCL Board meeting will be on Thursday 22 May at 2pm.
